• How good is the sensor (precision, errors)? How should it be set up and 

configured?

• Early qualitative interpretation: What do people do in front of the screen?

• Provide a visualization tool for body tracking data recordings: PoseViz
• Vendor independent (hardware agnostic)

• Open source
